The Animal Products (Official Assurance Specifications – Dairy Products) Notice 2005 outlines the requirements for obtaining official assurances from MPI when exporting dairy product. 

Dairy Product which has left NZ is outside the bounds of a Risk Management Programme (RMP). As such, further verification is required if the product is returned to NZ, with the intent for the product to be re-exported with official assurances from MPI, prior to MPI confirming the products export eligibility status. In some cases verification is needed before products can be released as fit for purpose for the New Zealand or export market.
	Steps Required:
	1. Complete all the relevant fields in this form.

2. Attach any additional or supporting information as necessary.
