Summary of progress during this quarter

¢ On-going development and testing of the predictive tool for plantation manuka. Historical
weather data from NIWA, which can be linked to GPS co-ordinates of plantation sites,
has been inputted into the plantation growth model within the predictive tool. The
model will also allow for data from on-site weather stations to be downloaded.

Key highlights and achievements

conference organised by Plant & Food Research, Scion, Landcare Research, Massey
University and Waikato University.
