The following pathways will now
require regulation :

Seed for sowing — A new schedule is created for known Cucurbitaceae hosts in order to regulate
CGMMV, and the schedule for Zea is amended with new requirements for SCMV and MCMV.

These viruses have been identified as emerging risks with current spread into previously disease free
trading areas. These pathways must now meet the Ministry for Primary Industries requirements as
specified in the relevant import health standard.
